(1) For correct use, do not subject the timer to the following conditions.

* High humidity or where condensation may occur
* Severe vibration and shock

Be sure to tum off
the power before changing the setting.

Use a DC pawer supply having a ripple factor of 20% or less and
supplying a mean voltage that is within the rated operating voltage
marked on the timer.

Make sure that the supply voltage is applied to the timer all at once,
using contacts such as of a switch or relay. Otherwise, the timer may
not be able to perform power reset or its set time may be up when it
should not.

(11) Please do not exceed the voltage rating marked on the timer.

If voltage other than the rated voltage is applied, the internal
components may be damaged.
